Elective component stipulates the students’ free choice of disciplines that ensures
acquiring knowledge in the speciality, as well as the selection of disciplines related to the
topic of the thesis, in agreement with their supervisor. The student also has the right to
select a discipline that is offered for other higher education levels. All the university
departments can take part in forming the elective component. ;.

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V. FORMS OF PHD STUDENTS’ATTESTATION

IForms of PhD Attestation is performed by the one-time specialized academic council of higher
students’ education establishment or research institution based on a public defence of
attestation scientific achievements in the form of a thesis.

A mandatory condition for admission to the defence is the successful completion|
by the student of his/her individual curriculum and plan of research work.

Students report on implementing the individual curriculum twice a year at the
meeting of the department, to which the student is assigned for the duration of
his/her postgraduate studies.

Requirements for |Dissertation for obtaining the Doctor of Philosophy degree is an independent
final qualification [comprehensive study that offers a solution to a complex problem in the field of
work international economic relations or on the border with other specialities, the results
of which have scientific novelty, theoretical and practical significance.

The dissertation shouldn’t contain academic plagiarism, falsification, fabrication.
The dissertation must be posted on the website of the institution of higher
educational (scientific institution).

Students’ training for the Doctor of Philosophy degree at the third (educational and
scientific) higher education level is completed by attestation, which is carried out by
the one-time specialized academic council of the University (or other higher
education institution), formed to hold a one-time defense, based on a public defense
of research achievements in the form of a thesis.
