4.1.4. Ensuring control of compliance with
the requirements of integrity during the entrance

exam for forcigners;

4.1.5. Providing a place to store the entrants’
phones, tablets and other clectronic devices
confiscated during the entrance cxamination;

4.1.6. Providing a device for suppressing
cellular and Intemet networks;

4.1.7. Ensuring vidco surveillance around the
perimeter of the auditorium where the entrance exam
for forcigners takes place by installing at least two
video cameras;

4.1.8. Providing technical cquipment for
videco communication with the examination
commission of the educational institution in real time
(computer, video camera, microphone, TV or
projector with a screen);

9.1.2. Properly store confidential information
about forcigners obtained by higher education
institutions of Ukraine and the Organization in order
to avoid its disclosurc or us¢ by any other natural or
legal person, enterprise, organization or institution.

9.1.3. Determine the list of representatives
who have the right to access Confidential
Information on Forcigners and provide a written list
of such representatives to the relevant Party, Make
representatives  personally  responsible  for
non-compliance with the use or disclosure of
Confidential Information, and cnsure that they sign a
written commitment to keep sccret the data that
constitutes Confidential Information.

9.1.4. Be responsible for improper use or
disclosure of Confidential Information about
forcigners by any of its representatives in accordance
with the cumrent legislation of Ukraine, the host
country of the Organization and the provisions of this
Agreement,

9.1.5. Take all appropriate measures to protect
the Confidential Information about forcigners, not
disclose it in any way, not pass it on to third parties
and protect it from encroachment, and in case of
threat of such encroachment to notify the Party
immediately.

9.7. Not take any action that may lead to
unauthorized access to Confidential Information
about forcigners by third partics and to not use
Confidential Information for any purpose other than
as provided by the Agreement and/or additional
agreements, which form an integral part of this
Agreement, and by decisions the Partics.

9.8. Not transfer the rights and obligations
under this Agreement to third parties, as well as not
to delegate the performance of certain functions
using Confidential Information about foreigners to
third parties without the prior written consent of the
